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	History Quarterfinals


· To date, 28 Quarter-Final matches have been played in the history of Scotiabank Concacaf League between 2017, 2018, 2019 and 2020. The  games in 2020 were a single match.
· How many goals have been scored? 61 goals with 34 assists. 
· What is the goal average? The average is 2.18  goals  per game
· How many goals did the home teams score? 33  goals.  
· How many goals did the visiting teams score? 28  goals.
· How were the goals scored in the quarter-finals? 39  goals were  played, 14  headers,  6 penalties and 1 free kick. In addition, there was 1 own goal  (Keyner  Brown) in favor of Universitario (PAN).
· 9.8% of the goals in the quarterfinals were scored  by  substitutes.
· Which player has scored the most goals in the quarter-finals? Johan Venegas (CRC)  with 6 and Rubilio Castillo Motagua (3). Venegas scored playing for Deportivo Saprissa. 
· Which player has the most assists in the quarterfinals? Edgar Lugo (MEX)  with  (3). He gave goal assist to Yendrick Ruiz -CRC- in Herediano (CRC), in the match vs.  Universitario (PAN) of 2018.
· Jorge Moran (SLV) scored the only free-kick goal in 2018 with FAS (SLV) vs. Árabe Unido (PAN).
· Not including own goals, of the total number of  goals  in the quarter-finals, 7 were  scored  by defenders, 14 by midfielders and 39 by forwards. 
· From which country are the players who have scored the most goals? Costa Rica  with  (16),  Panamanians (14) and Hondurans (13). In addition, there were  scorers  from Argentina, Brazil, Colombia, El Salvador, Haiti, Jamaica, Nicaragua, the Netherlands, Paraguay and Uruguay (own goals are not included).
· Which teams scored the most goals in the quarterfinals? Taurus (PAN), Olimpia (HON) and Motagua (HON)  with  7 goals, Árabe Unido (PAN) and Deportivo Saprissa (CRC) with 6.
· The home teams have 14 wins and 10 for the visiting clubs. There were 4 draws: Walter Ferretti 0-0 Plaza Amador (2017), Motagua 0-0 Waterhouse, Comunicaciones 0-0 Olimpia (2019) and Arcahaie 1-1 Forge FC (2020).
· How many series have been defined in penalty kicks in the quarterfinals in the SCL? 1 in 2020: Arcahaie 1-1 (4-2 on penalties) Forge FC, Estadio Olímpico Félix Sánchez, Santo Domingo, Dominican Republic.
· They have recorded 22 clean sheets in the SCL Quarter-Finals (39.3%).
· How many yellow cards have they made in the quarter-finals? 122 yellow cards  distributed as follows:36 (2017), 34 (2018), 33 (2019) and 19 (2020)  and  12 red cards.
· Which player scored the fastest goal in the history of the quarter-finals? José Manuel Murillo (COL). The Colombian opened the scoring at  27 seconds in Plaza Amador's (PAN) 2-1 vs. Walter Ferretti (NCA) win in 2017.
· Carlo Costly (PAN) scored the latest goal in QF. At  94 min 57 sec, in the triumph of Olimpia (HON) 3-1 vs. Alianza (SLV), in 2017.
· The Quarterfinal series with the biggest difference in the aggregate score was Walter Ferretti (NCA) 1-7 Taurus (PAN) in 2018 (3-1 and 0-4).
· The series  between Walter Ferretti (NCA) 1-7 Tauro (PAN) and Portmore United (JAM) 2-5 Motagua (HON) were the ones that recorded the most goals (8 and 7 respectively)  in the Quarterfinals  in  2018.
· Who is the youngest player to score in the quarterfinals? Kervens Jolicoeur (HAI)  (18 years, 3 months and 5 days). The striker scored with Arcahaie (HAI) in the 1-1 draw vs.  Forge FC,Estadio Olímpico Félix Sánchez (DOM), in 2020.
· Oldest player to score in the quarterfinals? Blas Pérez (PAN)  (37 years, 5 months and 15 days). The Panamanian scored  a brace with Árabe Unido's (PAN) 3-1 vs. FAS (SLV) victory at the  Estadio Rommel Fernández (PAN) in 2018.
· Which player has scored a Hat-Trick in the quarterfinals? Johan Venegas (CRC) The striker  achieved it in  29 minutes with Dep. Saprissa vs. CAI (PAN) in 2019.
· How many players have scored a double in the quarterfinals? :  (7)  Carlo Costly (HON) with Olimpia vs. Alianza in 2017, Carlos Small (PAN) with Árabe Unido vs. Águila in 2017, Blas Pérez (PAN) with Árabe Unido vs. FAS in 2018, Rubilio Castillo and Juan Pablo Montes (HON) with Motagua vs. Portmore in 2018, Yendrick Ruíz (CRC) with Herediano vs. Universitario in 2018, Johan Venegas (CRC) with Saprissa vs. Marathón (2020).
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
